Article I
Standard Conditions; Definitions

The Standard Conditions for Grants Made by the World Bank Out of Various
Funds, dated July 1, 2008 (“Standard Conditions™), constitute an integral part of
this Agreement.

Unless the context requires otherwise, the capitalized terms used in this
Agreement have the meanings ascribed to them in the Standard Conditions or in
this Agreement.

Article 11
The Project

The Recipient declares its commitment to the objectives of the project described
in Schedule 1 to this Agreement (“Project”). To this end, the Recipient shall
carry out Part I of the Project through NSSF and MOL, Part II of the Project
through MOPH, Part III of the Project through MOSA and PCM, Part IV of the
Project through MEHE and Part V of the Project through PCM in accordance
with the provisions of Article II of the Standard Conditions.

Without limitation upon the provisions of Section 2.01 of this Agreement, and
except as the Recipient and the World Bank shall otherwise agree, the Recipient
shall ensure that the Project is carried out in accordance with the provisions of
Schedule 2 to this Agreement.

Article I11
The Grant

The World Bank agrees to extend to the Recipient, on the terms and conditions
set forth or referred to in this Agreement, a grant in an amount equal to six

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“Procurement Plan” means the Recipient’s procurement plan for the Project,
dated September 5, 2008 and referred to in paragraph 1.16 of the Procurement
Guidelines and paragraph 1.24 of the Consultant Guidelines, as the same shall be
updated from time to time in accordance with the provisions of said paragraphs.

“Project Operational Manual” means the manual describing the implementation,
financial management, procurement, disbursement and monitoring and
evaluation arrangements for the Project, and referred to in Section LD of
Schedule 2 to this Agreement.

“Social Insurance” means programs and policies in the areas of pension, health
insurance and unemployment insurance.

“Standard Conditions” means the Standard Conditions for Grants Made by the
World Bank Out of Various Funds, dated July 20, 2006.

“Training” means expenditures incurred by the Recipient in connection with
carrying out training under the Project, including workshops, study tours, travel,
hotel and per diem, and printing, presentation material, equipment rental, room
rental and catering for training attendees.
